SUBMISSION GUIDELINES FOR GALLERY 128
ARTIST_____________________________________
1. Students are permitted one entry per show. Multiple objects are sold as one unit for one price.

2. All artwork must be dry. No wet paint or sticky surfaces will be accepted.

3. Paintings must be secured to frames with nails, framing pins or other types of hardware - not tape.

4. All work must be properly prepared for hanging. Students must use screw eyes or D-rings with hanging wire appropriate to the size and weight of the object. Work not properly prepared for hanging will not be accepted. All loose, unframed work must be temporarily attached to a support that the Gallery 128 Staff can handle. The Gallery 128 Staff will NOT do this work for you. The frame shop is on the 9th floor. Sculptors must provide pedestals for their work.
5. Any artwork that requires electrical outlets - extension cords – audio/visual equipment - repeated adjustments - sensitive hanging arrangements such as loose canvas or paper or matted but unframed works on paper that require push pins – work the requires pedestals - extra large display areas, etc, must have a diagram along with the work at 3:30PM the day of submission.  Anything that plugs in must have a timer. If you are uncertain - ask.

6. All work must be for sale or not. No P.O.R. objects will be accepted.

The Academy takes a 20% commission on work sold through the Student Gallery. Students will be notified and paid within two weeks of the end of the show.
7. All work must be picked up the day after the show ends.

Gallery 128 has no storage area.
8. ALL FORMS MUST BE REVEIWED BY THE SCHOOL GALLERY STAFF BEFORE YOU LEAVE YOUR WORK.
